1.  First word in any sentence


(Jack ran.)

2.  The word I

(I love you.  Josh and I are going to school.)

3.  Proper nouns


(Greencastle-Antrim Middle School, Greencastle, Pennsylvania, Beth)

4.  Proper adjectives


(English muffin, Sony television, Chinese food)

5.  Title with a last name


(Coach Anderson, President Lincoln, Mrs. Powers)

6.  First word in a direct quotation


(Vanessa asked, “What can I write about?”)

7.  Titles – all important words

(The Giver, Seventeen, King of the Hill)

8.  Letter opening


(Dear Mrs. Young,)

9.  First word of a letter closing


(Yours truly,)

10.  Family relationships when used in place of a person’s name


(My mom told me that Papa was coming.)
11.  Months, not seasons


(The first day of spring is March 21.)
12.  Names of school subjects which are languages or exact course titles


(I am taking Latin, Reading 101 and a social studies class.)

13.  Capitalize all letters in an acronym


(UCLA – University of California, Los Angeles, PSSA – Pennsylvania State School   

            Assessment)
TO EDIT CAPITALIZATION ERRORS:


Three lines under a lowercase to make it capital  


Ex.  dr. crider


A slash through a capital to make it lowercase


Ex.  Yours Truly,
