Objectives: 

· To research and use concise language to create a 250-word biography of an author.

· To read at least four books by one author.

· To use persuasive techniques to convince others to read books by your author.

How:  

PART I - On your own, read at least four titles by the same author and turn in a Book Snapshot for each book read.  All Book Snapshots are due by May 1st. 

PART II – You will complete a biography (informative essay) on the author and compile a limited list of titles by that author.

PART III - After May 1st, you will create a persuasive display, trying to “sell” your books and author.  This display will include the author’s name, your titles’ list, a book project for each of the four books you read, as well as a brief biography of the author on a stand-up backboard.

PART IV – At the end of May or the beginning of June, using your display and trying to “sell” your books and author, you will give a five to seven minute presentation to class members.

Grading:  

· Biography of your author – will receive an essay grade

· The Book Snapshots for the titles you read by your author– will receive normal book credit

· Display / Presentation Grade:  Students will receive an additional grade for the presentation they make to the class and the author display.  Both teacher and students will evaluate the presentation and the display.  Guidelines for evaluating the display and presentation will be given in advance. A limited titles list of books by that author and the book projects will be graded with the display.
