All novels are made up of turning points in the characters’ lives. Turning points are the story events, either plot or character related, that mark where the story “turns” in a new direction. The new direction is usually caused by a choice or dilemma faced by the characters—a big choice or dilemma.  Does the character discover a new situation and envision a story-sized goal for the first time?
· Does the character encounter new significant obstacles or conflicts, forcing them to reevaluate?
· Does the character take a significant step toward the growth they’ll need?
· Does the character learn that everything they’d assumed is wrong?
· Does the character have a new understanding that changes their perspective of everything else?
· Does the character have an epiphany (aha) that affects how they proceed?
	OBSERVATION

An event from the passage that you consider to be a turning point where a character changes his thinking


	INTERPRETATION

What do you think about this event?  What does it mean to you in your own life?  Why is it a turning point?


	SUPPORT

Evidence from the passage or somewhere else in the book that supports your interpretation. (Proof that this character is changed because of the moment you chose.)
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
